Scholarship Criteria: 

 Graduating female Senior from San Luis Obispo or San Joaquin County 
 Plans to attend a 2 or 4-year accredited college or university in 2025. 
 3.25 or higher cumulative GPA 
 Evidence of Community Service 
 Interest in a Career in Architecture, Criminal Justice/ Law Enforcement or International Studies 
 Awardee must show evidence of acceptance to a 2 to 4-year college prior to accepting the award. 
 In the event that an award recipient attends a California 2-year college, the award will cover                  actual tuition, fees, and books. (Not to exceed amount of minimum award)

 Completed application form. 
 High School transcripts including first semester of senior year. 
 Two letters of recommendation in sealed envelopes.

 A maximum 500-word essay explaining your interests, high school and community service activities. 
 Please include an explanation of what you hope to study in Fall of 2025 and why you are pursuing it.
